This Supplement (the “Supplement”) to the base prospectus dated 2 September 2021, as supplemented by the first
supplementary prospectus dated 3 December 2021 and the second supplementary prospectus dated 23 March 2022
(the “Second Supplementary Prospectus” together, the “Prospectus”), which comprises a base prospectus under
Article 8 of Regulation (EU) 2017/1129, as it forms part of United Kingdom domestic law by virtue of the European
Union (Withdrawal) Act 2018 (the “UK Prospectus Regulation”) for National Bank of Canada (“NBC” or the
“Bank”), constitutes a supplementary prospectus in respect of the base prospectus for NBC for purposes of Article
23 of the UK Prospectus Regulation, and is prepared in connection with the CAD 20,000,000,000 Legislative Global
Covered Bond Programme of NBC, unconditionally and irrevocably guaranteed as to payments by NBC Covered
Bond (Legislative) Guarantor Limited Partnership (the “Guarantor”), established by NBC.

Terms defined in the Prospectus have the same meaning when used in this Supplement. This Supplement is
supplemental to, and shall be read in conjunction with, the Prospectus. This Supplement has been approved by the
United Kingdom Financial Conduct Authority (the “FCA”), which is the United Kingdom competent authority for
the purposes of the UK Prospectus Regulation, as a supplement to the Prospectus.

NBC and the Guarantor accept responsibility for the information in this Supplement. To the best of the knowledge of
NBC and the Guarantor, the information contained in this Supplement is in accordance with the facts and the
Supplement contains no omission likely to affect its import.

The purpose of this Supplement is to: (I) incorporate by reference in the Prospectus NBC’s: (a) latest unaudited interim
results (including management’s discussion and analysis thereof); and (b) monthly investor reports for the months of
March 2022 and April 2022 containing information on the Covered Bond Portfolio; (II) update NBC’s ratings
disclosure in light of the recent ratings upgrade by DBRS Limited (“DBRS”); and (III) update the no significant
change statement in the section of the Prospectus entitled “General Information”.

Save as disclosed in this Supplement, no significant new factor, material mistake or material inaccuracy relating to
the information included in the Prospectus which is capable of affecting the assessment of Covered Bonds issued
under the Programme has arisen or been noted, as the case may be, since the publication of the Second Supplementary
Prospectus.

THE COVERED BONDS HAVE NOT BEEN APPROVED OR DISAPPROVED BY CANADA MORTGAGE
AND HOUSING CORPORATION (“CMHC”) NOR HAS CMHC PASSED UPON THE ACCURACY OR

II. ISSUER CREDIT RATINGS

DBRS announced on 29 April 2022 that it has upgraded NBC’s: (i) long-term credit rating in respect of senior
unsecured debt from A (high) to AA (low) (and long term non bail-inable senior debt credit rating from AA (low) to
AA); and (ii) short-term credit rating from R-1 (middle) to R-1 (high). By virtue of this Supplement, the corresponding
credit rating disclosure on pages 149-150 of the Prospectus is amended accordingly.

DBRS is not established nor is it registered in the EU or the UK . However, rating issued by DBRS are endorsed by
its Registered CRA affiliates: (1) DBRS Ratings Limited in accordance with the UK CRA Regulation; and (2) DBRS
Ratings GmbH in accordance with the EU CRA Regulation.
